From July 1, 2013, postgraduate studies in 
Sociology and Education were started, and from May 30, 2019, postgraduate courses in Hindi, Geography, Home 
Science, Urdu , education, sociology and Ancient History were also affiliated. Currently, this college is affiliated with 
Prof. Rajendra Singh (Rajju Bhayya) University, Prayagraj. The rapid growth from a school to a postgraduate college was 
not accidental but a result of firm determination and positive vision shared by the then Dean of the Faculty of Education 
at Allahabad University, Dr. Ram Shakal Pandey, and the Dean of the Faculty of Education at Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia 
Avadh University, Faizabad, Dr. S.P. Tripathi.
